According to the Mark Scheme, “This mark scheme is published as an aid to teachers and students, to indicate the requirements of the examination. It shows the basis on which Examiners were instructed to award marks. It does not indicate the details of the discussions that took place at an Examiner’s meeting before marking began.

All Examiners are instructed that alternative correct answers and unexpected approaches in candidates’ script must be given marks that fairly reflect the relevant knowledge and skills demonstrated.

Mark schemes must be read in conjunction with the question papers and the report on the examination.”

From the quoting above and from what I see in the MARK SCHEME, the marking scheme is well design because it provides the marker with different possible alternate answers to every question. The answers provided are also concise and clear, so it helps the marker to avoid any doubt, which helps with the huge amount of workload. The thing is that the marker will likely have to be someone who has sound knowledge of the syllabus, so that the marking schemes make sense. The other thing is that there might be a penalty to some of the students if their English language is not strong enough, e.g. Broken English.
